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4. | have had particular regard to the descripti‘on that W6958 provides at paragraph 16 to
" 20 of her statement to the treatment that she had at Barking Hospital in 1986. This was

clearly a distressing experience for W6958.

5. At paragraph 49 of her statement, W6958 mentions that her daughter has been trying
to get hold of-records relating to her care at Barking Hospital in 1986. She mentions
that, given the passage of timq, it was not certain. whether this would be possible..] am
pleased to see the comment that the Trust has been helpful in trying to resolve this

issue.

6. On receipt of W6958's statement for the Inquiry | have asked for further efforts to be
made to locate the relevant records. Unfortunately these efforts have not been
successful. Any information held on W6958 would have been retained on what was
known as the PAS system. We no longer have access to that system but it is apparent
that the relevant records must have been destroyed some while ago for them not to be

referenced on the current system.
